SVD Dragunov Sniper Rifle 

   The SVD (Snayperskaya Vintovka Dragunova)-Dragunov Sniping 
Rifle was the first rifle designed from scratch as a sniper rifle in the 
former Russian army, and was introduced in the late 1950's. It has 
very limited similarities to the famous Kalashnikov series of rifles. 
   The Dragunov fires rimmed 7.62x54mm standard jacketed 
ammunition, though recent ammo advances in Stiletto™ flechette 
technology have seen some use. Accuracy of the 7.62x54mm was 
improved by a special sniper cartridge designed by Sabelnikov, 
Sazonov, and Dvoryaninov. This was the first cartridge in Soviet 
ordinance history to embody a special steel-cored sniper bullet, 
offering accuracy up to 2.5 times better than that of the regular 
cartridge and significantly improving the performance of the SVD 
rifle. Regular rifle rounds can be used if special sniper cartridges 
are not available, but accuracy suffers accordingly. 
   Some claim the Dragunov is an outdated platform, however 
popular opinion still holds this rifle as a viable one man point-and-
drop weapon system. As part of Romania’s 812th Infantry 
Battalion, garrisoned in the city of Bistrita in northern Transylvania, 
this rifle was credited with over 1200 kills and incurred zero 
maintenance hours.
